Khaled El Hagar was born in Suez , Egypt in 1963. He gained a degree in Law from 

Cairo University before working as assistant director on several national and international films, 

including three with Youssef Chahine. In 1994, with support from the Ford Foundation, he 

acquired a post graduate degree in film directing and writing from The National Film and TV 

school in the UK.  

 

In addition to making films, Khaled El Hagar has also sought to promote Egyptian cinema 

internationally. He participated as a lecturer in the Berlin Young Talent Campus as the first 

Egyptian filmmaker to present lectures about Third World Cinema and was invited to be a 

member of the international jury of the Bogotá International Film Festival in Colombia. 

 

His Latest film El Shooq (Lust) was once again number one at the Egyptian box office and won 

Best International Film, The Golden Pyramid, and Best Actress at Cairo International Film 

Festival. El Shooq is Egypt’s official nomination for the Oscars shortlist for 2012.
